We’re supporting a local business by getting 

them from Sportsmaster (Standard Mfg.) in Lansingburgh. Both Men’s and Ladies’ shirts are “Classic Fit.” 

The Menôs shirts have a button-down collar and a pocket. Pricing: $17 + $5 embossing = $22 for S, M, L, XL. 

For 2XL add $2; 3XL add $4; 4XL add $6; etc up to 10XL. For Tall, add $2. 

The Ladiesô shirts have a spread collar (not button-down), straight bottom and no pocket. Pricing: $17 + $5 

embossing = $22 for XS, S, M, L, XL. For 2XL add $2; 3XL add $4; 4XL add $6.
